8.2 Connection Steps

1. Connect the input devices to the input ports 

using 4 HDMI cables.

2. Connect the output port to the display 

device using 1 HDMI cable .

3.  Connect the amplifier or soundbar  to the 

S/PDIF port using Toslink cable.

4.Connect speaker to the AUX L/R audio 

output.
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Tips: You can choose S/PDIF audio output or L/R audio 

output depending on y our needs. 



5. Connect the power cable to the HDMI S witch's DC 5V port and plug it to a power sock et.

6. By now, the connection has been completed. Turn on the power supply and the HDMI 

Switch will begin to work.
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Tips: If you get no sound from L/R audio out, please change the audio format to ‘‘2.0’’(refer to Chapter 10), 

as the L/R audio out onl y support 2.0 channel and the switch would not con vert the audio f ormat.



9.1 Manual Switch Mode

In this mode, use panel button or IR remote contr ol to switch input por t.
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9.2 Auto Switch Mode

In this mode:

1. When attaching a new input device to the switch, the HDMI switch will switch to this just 

plugged in sour ce automaticall y.

2. When removing a connected input sour ce, the HDMI switch will switch to the first v alid 

input sour ce automaticall y.
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Tips: Also you can use panel button or IR r emote contr ol to switch input por t.

9. Switch Modes Description

Press the button ' Input' until all of the indicators flash once , the switch enters 

Auto Switch mode or Manual Switch mode . The default is Manual Switch mode .



10.  Audio Modes Description

The Switch supports the high channel audio mode. You can select the audio output of the 

corresponding channels by pressing the audio mode selection button 'Audio' on the front 

panel or the k ey 'P' on the remote contr ol.
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5.1 : In this mode, the input device can select up to 5.1 Channel audio regardless of whether 

the displa y supports 5.1 Channel or not.

2.0 : In this mode, the input device can select up to 2.0 Channel audio regardless of whether 

the displa y supports 2.0 Channel or not.

Auto: In this mode , the suppor ted audio f ormat is depended on the connected displa y.

Tips: 1. The L/R audio output port cannot support more than 2.0 Channels audio. If Multi channels is 

played, the L/R audio will not output corr ectly.

2. Change audio mode on switch will not convert the audio format from input source, but may 

change the pr eferred audio setting of the input sour ce device.



11.  CEC Function Description

Consumer Electronics Control (CEC) is a feature of HDMI designed to control HDMI connected 

devices by using only one remote controller; So, individual CEC enabled devices can 

command and contr ol each other without user interv ention, for up to 15 devices.

If your input devices and output device suppor t CEC command, you can use below function:

One Touch Play:

Allows devices to switch the TV to use it as the activ e source when pla yback starts.

System Standby:

Enables users to switch multiple devices to standb y mode with the pr ess of one button.

Remote Contr ol Pass Through:

Allows remote contr ol commands to be passed thr ough to other devices within the s ystem.

Tips: The function on this switch acts like: when you turn o ffthe TV which is connected to the switch, all 

the input devices will be turned off. 
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Tips: Unspecified buttons at abo ve are non-functional.
